Kenya: USD50/single entry, available upon arrival or via pre-application.

Kenya has implemented an optional web-based visa application form, providing confirmation of
approval to obtain your visa on arrival. Pre-applying for your visa can save time getting through
passport controls upon. Visit www.ecitizen.go.ke to create an account, and begin the application
process. Visas are only valid for 90 days from date of issue, so do not apply TOO early. Hills of Africa
Travel will provide details for the E-visa application process.

Important Information - Yellow Fever Advisory
Yellow Fever Advisory

The yellow fever virus is found in tropical and subtropical areas of Africa and South America. The
virus is spread to people by the bite of an infected mosquito. Yellow fever is a very rare cause of
illness in U.S. travelers, however to prevent getting sick from yellow fever, use insect repellent, wear
long-sleeved shirts and long pants, and get vaccinated.

The International Certificate of Vaccination for Yellow Fever is:

srequired in all countries IF you have traveled from/through a known Yellow Fever area/country in
the past 6 months. This includes travel in Africa or Central/South America.

Please be certain to arrange for Yellow Fever vaccination at least two weeks prior to travel. You will
want to keep your Yellow Fever vaccination certificate with your passport at all times.

IMPORTANT NOTE: Countries may change their vaccination requirements with out notice In some
instances border agents may use their discretion to require on-site vaccination, despite officially
stated requirements.

Important Information - Luggage Requirements (Light Aircraft
Charter Flights)

On ALL light aircrafts, only soft bags will be accepted - no hard suitcases, as they physically cannot
fitinto the aircraft. Duffel bags without wheels are preferred. This includes camera equipment and
hand luggage.

Weight Limits: Luggage, including camera equipment and hand luggage, is restricted on charter
flights to 15kg (33 bs) per person.

Luggage Dimensions: The maximum dimensions of the soft bags are as follows: 25cm (10 in) wide x
30cm (12in) high x 62cm (24in) long (to fit through the opening of the cargo hold). Please keep in
mind that the baggage compartments on the light aircraft are only 25 cm (10in) high, so the pilots
must be able to manipulate the bag into the compartment.

Passenger Weight Limits: Passengers exceeding the personal weight limits indicated below MUST
advise us in advance to confirm if an extra seat must be purchased. Please remember that these
restrictions are imposed by the airline to ensure the safety of all passengers and crew.

Kenya - MALE passengers weighing 85kg (188lbs) or more, FEMALE passengers weighing 65kg
(143lbs) or more, please advise us in advance

Important Information - Local Currency

Prior to travel it is important to be certain your bank and credit card issuers know you will be
traveling abroad so your cards are not locked due to security concerns.

USD is accepted throughout Kenya for tips and other purchases. Please be aware that correct change
may not be given.

Kenya: Kenyan Shilling - Visitors to Kenya should change foreign currency at banks, bureau de
change or authorized hotels. The easiest currencies to exchange are USD, Pounds sterling, and EURO.
There are no restrictions on the amount of foreign currency that can be brought into Kenya. Before
departure, travelers are advised to convert any excess Kenya shillings into foreign currency at a bank
or Bureau de Change before departure. Anyone wishing to take more than 500,000 Kenya Shillings
out of the country will require written authorization from the Central Bank. Many hotels, travel
agencies, safari companies, and restaurants accept major credit cards (MasterCard, Visa, Diners Club,
and American Express). Most banks in Kenya are equipped to advance cash on credit cards.



Important Information - Plastic Bags Banned

Many countries around the world have moved to ban the use of plastic bags in an effort to reduce
litter and the long-term, negative impacts upon the environment.

The ban includes:
+ Plastic shopping bags
+ Single-use plastic bags, with or without handles
+ Zip top plastic bags
+ Duty-free bags

Kenya has laws banning plastic bags.
Please note that some countries are stricter in enforcing this ban than others.

Suggested alternatives to plastic bags would include packing cubes or dry sacks, similar to those
used for camping or kayaking. There are many options available, and easy to find online.

The Solio Reserve is internationally recognized as the most successful private rhino breeding reserve in Kenya and visitors will
find that sightings of up to 40 rhinoceros at a time are not uncommon. While there are no elephant at Solio (a benefit to
protecting the yellow-barked fever trees on the reserve), there are large numbers of impala, zebra and warthog. Safari goers
may also enjoy sightings of Beisa oryx and reticulated giraffe. There may be lion to track, and a good number of leopard, both
preying largely on the plentiful impala. Bird watchers will be thrilled to know more than 300 species have been spotted on the
reserve. All of this combines to provide a wonderful wildlife experience.

Day and night game drives are on offer at Solio, as well as horseback riding and other activities. Excursions to Aberdare
National Park (gate access in a mere 30 minute drive from the lodge) can be arranged (additional charges will apply and can be
paid directly to camp).
